The instrument, Santoor, consists of about 100 strings of varying lengths.  The strings are stretched over a wooden box, shaped like a trapezium.  The instrument also resembles a horizontal harp.  The most notable feature of this instrument is its tone production.  Unlike other string instruments, Santoor is played with a pair of soft wooden tongs.  Their gentle strokes on the strings afford a plentitude of delicate but lively tonal effects reminiscent of the piano or the harp.  The tones of Santoor reveal a shimmering grace of movement with a novelty and charm of its own.

Similar Instruments are found all over the world like 'Santoor' in Iran, 'Yang Chin' in China, 'Cimbalom' in Hungary and Rumania, 'Santoori' in Greece, 'Hack Bret' in Germany, 'Hammered Dulcimer' in certain European countries and North America.  

About the Performer

A disciple of India’s Santoor Maestro Padma Vibhushan Pandit ShivKumar Sharma and son of Padma Bhushan Pandit C.R. Vyas, Pandit Satish Vyas, is currently the best known and the most accomplished classical Santoor player after Shivji himself.  The combination of training under both his father and Shivji has given Satish an ability to display gayaki as well as layakari / tantrakari styles.  He has performed all over India and the world, more extensively in the US, UK & Europe, Japan, Australia and Italy’s Mostra Mozart Festival.
